6. I will not reveal any personal information or passwords belonging to myself or others, unless part of a school project and agreed by a member of staff. 
7. I will not log on as someone else and I will only access / delete files which are my own.
8. I will respect copyright and not download images or text without the approval of a member of staff.
9. I know that my use of digital technology is monitored and that my parent/      guardian will be contacted if a member of school staff is concerned.



I will be responsible for my behaviour when using all digital technology because I know these rules are to keep me safe and the equipment is expensive to replace.
