	2. Syllabification
	Break words into syllables.

Going = go ing

Yesterday = yes ter day

	3.  Words within words
	For example:

Country = count  try

Example = exam  ample

	4.  Compound words
	For example:

Breakfast = break   fast

Strawberry = straw  berry

	5.  Knowledge of spelling patterns
	Do you know how to spell similar sounding words?

For example, you know light so you know bright, fright, sight, etc

	6.  Mnemonic
	This is a memory aid to help spell correctly.

For example:

Necessary = one Collar, two Sleeves

Separate = there is a rat in separate

	7.  Spelling Rules
	Use these when appropriate.

For example,

‘I’ before ‘e’ except after ‘c’

e.g. brief – ceiling
